Glen Goodall –Retired Numbers
Glen Goodall was one of the greatest players in the history of Seattle hockey. Over the course of six seasons with the Breakers and Thunderbirds ((1984-1990) he set league records in games played (399), goals (262) and points (573). The Center began his career in Seattle at the age of fourteen during the 1984-1985 season, the last season players that young were allowed in the league, and his longevity assures that many of his records will never be broken. During the Thunderbirds’ great 1989-1990 season, Goodall was second in the WHL in scoring with 76 goals and 163 total points, earning league MVP honors. At the end of that season the organization held “Glen Goodall Night” in Seattle, retiring his number “10” following the game. He is the only Seattle hockey player to have his number retired by his team. Though a top scorer in the juniors, Goodall wasn’t selected until the tenth round of the 1988 NHL Entry Draft. Most experts agree that his small size (5’8”, 170lbs) prevented him from making it into the NHL, though he had a long and successful minor league career including 10 seasons in Germany.
