HITMEN HEADLINES: The Calgary Hitmen (25-33-6-2) welcome the Red Deer Rebels (44-18-2-2) to Scotiabank Saddledome tonight for
their first meeting in nearly four months.

Zac
Funk provided the lone goal for the Hitmen to reach the 20-goal plateau for the first time in his WHL career. The Rebels have been idle
since last Saturday’s 6-4 loss, also to the Oil Kings.

WHERE THEY STAND: Calgary, at 58 points, is ninth in the Eastern Conference, one point back of Swift Current for the eighth and final
playoff spot. The Hitmen are also just a point up on Prince Albert and Regina. The Broncos have one game left on their schedule while the
Raiders have two and the Pats three. Counting today, the Hitmen have two games remaining in the regular season. The Rebels have
locked up third place with 92 points and will face either Brandon or Saskatoon in the first-round of the post season.
